Educational programs

One of GSA's main concerns, is to con-
tribute to the gradual improvement of
archival awareness among students and
teachers at all levels of education. For this
purpose, educational programs are of-
fered, adapted to the age and abilities of
the participants. These programs include
workshops, exhibitions of archival mate-
rial, multimedia and hypermedia applica-
tions, which enable students to become
acquainted with the city, the village, the
neighborhood, daily life, social problems
and important events in general and local
history.

Moreover, the Cartographic Heritage Ar-
chives, department of the Historical Ar-
chives of Macedonia, has developed a
number of specialized educational pro-
grams, contributing to the introduction of
cartographic culture in society.

European and International
Activities

The GSA follows an outward-looking
policy through its cooperation with in-
ternational archival bodies and institu-
tions, such as the International Council
on Archives (ICA) and the Digital Lifecycle
Management (DLM) Forum. The main
aim of this policy is to promote the Greek
cultural heritage and to create a network
of communications and cooperation on
international level. In the context of its
European presence, the GSA participated
in the European project of developing the
Archives Portal Europe (APEnet) and it is
one of the core collaborators in the APEX
project, aiming to the enrichment of the
Portal.

The Profile of the General State
Archives

The General State Archives (GSA) was e-
stablished in 1914, incorporating all the
significant archival services in operation
on Greek land from the 15" century on.
Since 1991, the GSA has been an inde-
pendent public service under the Minister
of Education and Religious Affairs. It con-
sists of the Central Service, the Special
Archival Service of the Prime Minister,
Ministers, Deputy Ministers and General
Secretariat of the Government, as well
as a network of 64 Regional Services
throughout the country that provide links
between the archives and the local histo-
ry and community. The Regional Services
are administrative authorities supervised
by the GSA Central Service.

The main function of the GSA, under Law
1946/91, is to supervise, preserve, col-
lect, conserve, record, microfilm, digitize,
classify and index the country’s archival
material, and to make available for study
all public and private archives, documents
and manuscript codices related to the hi-
story and cultural heritage of the Hellenic
nation and to the administrative, econo-
mic and social life of the Greek state.

The GSA is providing specialized advice
and expertise to the public administration
for managing public archives through-
out their entire life cycle, given that the
broader public sector has been the main
source of its holdings.

Since 2011, the archival service has also
played a fundamental, institutional and
national role in the management of elec-
tronic records. The legislation in force has
incorporated and is harmonized with the
priorities and goals of the Digital Agenda
2020 and the European e-Government
Action Plan.

The collections of the General
State Archives

The GSA Central Service is located in
Athens. Its state-of-the-art building co-
vers 7,000 m?, with underground reposi-
tories on three levels and a 70-seat rea-
ding room. It also houses a specialized
library and a permanent museum area.
The GSA's archival material covers the fol-
lowing historical periods:

¢ The Greeks under the Ottoman Empire
and foreign administrations (1600-1820)
» The Greek War of Independence (1821-
1827)

e Establishment of the modern Greek
state (1828-1832)

» The Reign of Otto (1833-1862)

* Reorganisation and modernisation of
the Greek state (1863-1910)

« The Balkan Wars, World War |, Asia
Minor Catastrophe, restoration of the
Monarchy (1911-1935)

 Dictatorship, World War |, Occupation
and Resistance (1936-1945)

¢ Post-war and Modern Age (1946 - up
today).

Special conservation programs had to
be developed in order to accommodate
exceptional GSA archival records, espe-
cially due to their historic importance.
In this context, the Department of Con-
servation and Reprography at the GSA
Central Service has published interna-
tionally recognised scholarly research
essays on paper substrates, watermarks
and the conservation and preserva-
tion of patriarchal sigillia on parchment
substrates.

Access — Electronic Reading
Room

An information system based on inter-
national standards for managing archi-
val collections has been developed, in
order to provide online access to GSA
archival material. This system is de-
signed to manage all archival tasks. At
the same time it facilitates the retrieval
of digitized material as well as the ac-
cess to the archival description of docu-
ments. More than 7.000.000 pages have
been digitized up to now.

The current Reading Room regulations
incorporate international practice and
new electronic Reading Room trends.
Furthermore in a continuous effort to
speed up response time to users’ re-
quests, the conditions for access to un-
classified archives have been defined,
constituting an innovative feature of the
Reading Room regulations.

The regulations likewise facilitate physi-
cal access by disabled users, and the
Reading Room has the technological
equipment required to serve users with
mobility or vision problems.

Publications

The GSA publications are valuable re-
search tools; they likewise raise commu-
nity awareness of archives, collections
and services provided. These publica-
tions also promote the work of the GSA
among both creators and managers of
archives and the public at large.

Events

The GSA also participates in joint a-
ctivities with other research and cul-
tural institutions in Greece. In recent
years, on the occasion of International
Archives Day, the GSA has organized se-
veral events to encourage interaction
with the public. In this context, in June
2012 a George Zongolopoulos sculpture
was erected in the GSA Central Service
building. Another exhibition devoted
to Rigas Velestinlis “Charta”, the mo-
numental map of Greece of 1797, was
organized in June 2013.

The General State Archives is open to all:
educational community, researchers,
citizens and public administration.
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
