W As the wider world became known to
Europeans, many of them left their native
countries in search of a better life for
themselves and their families. The earliest
of these European migrations was to the
Americas. Around 30 million people left
Europe between 1815 and 1914 bound for
the United States, driven across the Atlantic
by rising unemployment at home in times of
economic depression and, in Ihe case of one

million Irish emigrants, the disastrous potato
famine of the mid-1840s.

Sometimes migrants left Europe in order
to avoid persecution of various forms, as
was the case with the Russian Jews, who
from the 1880s were the target of officially
encouraged pogroms. Later European
senlers heuded for South Africa und beyond

to Australia and New Zealand. Elsewhere in
the world millions of Chinese and Japanese
migrated in search of work, the majority to
Southeast Asia but a sizeable number to the
west coast of North America.
The slave trade caused a massive

involuntary migration of Africans to the
Americas and also to Arabia.
